Fall River, MA - Beginning July 21, 2023, the Narrows Center for the Arts will open its doors to the core
member artists of Boston’s Fountain Street Gallery. In “Bridges,” an exhibition of painting, photography,
sculpture, and mixed media, twenty-five artists share their interpretations of the theme of building connections.
Bridges connect people and expand communities, and, for artists of many different genres, provide a deep
source of inspiration.

Drawing Biennale in Jerusalem. Neiger is a Core Member of Fountain Street.
