Curator Nilou Moochhala is a visual artist who investigates issues of cross-cultural change and transformation

work has evolved into a combination of video, installation, animation, and performance, all rooted in a studio
practice informed by his background as a painter. Fontinha has taught visual art at the high school level for
over twenty years and currently lives on the South Coast, MA, with a studio located in his home. Fontinha is a
Core Member of Fountain Street.
